» the Arts Centre Trust Board which is jointly (with the University) pushing this proposal, has CENTRE
never consulted on this and has made all decisions behind closed doors.
Yet the Arts Centre site — land and buildings — was gifted to the people of Christchurch in 1973.

We, the undersigned, strongly oppose the proposal by the University of Canterbury and the Arts Centre Trust Board jointly,
to subdivide off a plot of land and build a University Music School on the car park area of the Arts Centre. We also oppose
the loan (approved 7 votes to 6) by the City Council of $24.3m. We support Save Our Arts Centre’s efforts to stop this
proposal (See www.soac.org.nz).
